Minutes of Annual General Membership Meeting

International Swift Solo Class

July 24, 2007

Present: Robert Harper, Mark White, Mike Jocelyn, Warren Stevens, Keith Councell, Rodger Wright, Bram Dally, Ron Watt, Chris Wickham, Karl Schulmeisters.  Keith Deller  joined the meeting later.
The meeting was called to order around 7:00 p.m. by Robert Harper.  The other officers having resigned, Robert Harper chaired the meeting.

Robert summarized the events over the past year and the resignations of officers.  He also gave a treasurer’s report: he had received $1652 from Darius and had opened an account at Washington Mutual Bank.  Robert had received $115 for tee shirts and merchandise.  He was unable to access the Paypal account but believed there was an additional $230 in that account.  Regatta fees received were $640.  When he left Salt Lake City, the balance in the account was $2057.61.  The 2005 taxes had not been timely paid but as of this date all taxes have been paid.

The Swift Solo Class is a 501(c)(3) organization.  It operates on a cash basis of accounting.

$600 in sponsorship money had been received which would be used to cover the costs of meals at the regatta.

Minutes from the 2006 annual general membership meeting were approved.  The treasurer’s report was approved.

The subject of proposed rules was discussed:

15,13.9 Mainsail section (f)

There being less than 5 members presenting the motion, Karl moved to table the motion.  Bram seconded the motion.  Motion carries.

Bram discussed the expected Council which would include members from different countries (2 from Canada and 5 from the U.S.).  Chris moved to suspend the Council section of the rules until there was sufficient international membership.  Bram seconded.  Motion carries.

5.13.8 Sail measurement procedures.  Karl had filed this proposed change but moved to table the motion until such time as there was a need to consider the motion.  Ron Watt seconded.  Motion carries.

6.1 Compass and Instruments.  
6.1  Karl proposed to allow up to 3 mast-head fly or shroud wind indicators.  Moved by Keith Councill.  Seconded by Ron Watt. Motion carries.
6.2.1.1  Karl proposed disallowing GPS but allowing a tact-tick type compass, anything that would not provide VMG.  Moved by Keith Councill.  Seconded by Bram.  Motion carries.

6.1.3 Karl proposed radios for safety purposes only.  Moved by Keith Councill.  Bram seconded.  Motion carries.

6.1.4  Karl proposed prohibiting certain equipment.  He explained the rule was adapted from the J-24 class.  Keith Councill moved for adoption.  No second.  The motion failed.

6.1.5  Karl proposed permitting one hand-held windspeed measuring device.  Bram moved to adopt the rule.  Keith Councill seconded.  Motion carries.

6.2.1  Karl proposed a rule to prohibit certain equipment.  The proposed rule was amended to prohibit any device receiving information from outside the boat.  Keith Councill moved for adoption.  Bram seconded.  Motion carries.

5.13.8 e and f.  Karl proposed amending e and removing f.  Keith Councill moved to table discussion.  No second.  Motion fails.  Ron moved to adopt the proposal.  Keith seconded.  Motion carries.
5.13.11  Karl had proposed the rule.  He moved to table the motion.  Warren seconded.  Motion carries.

Robert presented the slate of nominees for officers: Robert Harper, president; Chris Wickham, vice president; Warren Stevens, Treasurer; Bram Dally, Chairman of Technical Committee.  Karl moved the Chairman of Technical Committee also be the Official Measurer.  Warren seconded.  Motion carries.  Chris moved nominations be closed.  Karl seconded.  Karl moved to adopt the slate of candidates.  Ron seconded.  Officers elected.

New Business

Bram moved to consider the issue of nomex-cored hulls made with Kevlar, carbon, and S-glass.  A discussion followed.  Robert suggested the discussion be continued outside the meeting.  At the previous year’s meeting a committee was to be formed to consider this subject (it never was).  Karl moved to table further discussion.  Keith Councill seconded.  Motion passed.

Karl moved that Bram form a technical committee of at least three persons who will put together at least 3 proposals for molded hulls for electronic vote by the membership during the next year.  Keith Councill seconded.  Motion passed.  Rodger agreed to be part of committee.
Robert asked if class should join ISAF.  Karl so moved.  Warren seconded.  Motion carries.

Robert noted that Al Pritchard no longer wishes to service the class web-site.  Bram agreed that both websites could be combined into one.

Chris moved to adjourn.  Mark seconded.  Motion carries.  Meeting adjourned at about 10:00 p.m.
